INFLATED HOUSING FIGURES THREATEN SALISBURY -
INFRASTRUCTURE CANNOT SUPPORT NEW BUILD
The Campaign to Protect Rural England (CPRE) in Wiltshire is lobbying MPs to pressurise the Government into prioritising urban regeneration and reducing the number of new homes planned for the region.  
It is calling on members of the public to join in the battle for less new build to protect the rural character of the county, before the Government finalises its Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) this autumn. 

CPRE, a charity which is dedicated to the protection and promotion of rural England, maintains that a realistic housing allocation for the South West should be at least 5,000 new homes less than the 28,000 per annum currently recommended.
“If we don’t make our voices heard now it will be too late”, warns Barry Porter, chairman of the CPRE’s South Wiltshire group.i
“The increased housing figures of 6,000 for the city of Salisbury and 6,400 for the surrounding district are completely over the top.  We have neither the social infrastructure nor the economic growth to support such expansion.  Quite frankly Salisbury just doesn’t have the space to accommodate this scale of new build unless we are prepared to concrete over our green areas and abandon the 40 metre high limit in the city which would spoil the marvellous view of our historic cathedral.  Nobody wants this; there is neither the need nor the capacity.
“This summer is the last chance for people to let their MPs know what they feel about housing development in their communities and to ensure that their views are represented before the RSS is completed and housing levels are set for every district in the South West for the next twenty years”.
CPRE has commissioned expert independent analyses* of the assumptions behind the proposed housing figures to provide MPs with the ammunition to encourage a more realistic approach to built development.
The research, which was undertaken by economic, statistical and planning consultants, indicates that the proposed housing figures have been developed from inappropriately high economic assumptions, while there is no on-the-ground evidence that increased building rates will result in price reductions. 

It advocates a more sustainable approach to housing development in the region, warning that over allocation of housing could result in developers “cherry picking” the most desirable sites, resulting in unpredictable patterns of development and less sustainable outcomes, including greater environmental damage.

The South West is already the fastest developing region in England, yet well under 25% of the new homes currently provided are affordable.  Excessive levels of open market housing would neither deliver significantly more affordable homes nor help first-time buyers.
